Here’s where you can purchase, watch 
and transfer movies, documentaries and 
shows using TAPP.



Let’s see how it works with Truce, the 
first TAPP enabled, fair trade streaming 
platform for film makers and fans at 
https://www.truceplus.com.

Here’s where you’ll see your wallet and it’s balance. You can add more value to your wallet

and if you don’t have a wallet yet, you’ll get prompted to create one. 

Next is the

purchase

Once you find what you want to watch, 
you’ll come to a dedicated title page 
with a few options to click on including 
Buy, Rent, Watch Preview and Watch 
Trailer, as well as information about the 
title.



Following the click on Buy or Rent, or 
following the completion of the preview 
video, comes the purchase process 
powered by TAPP Streaming.

Access Title

Now all you’ve got to do is press “tapp $5.00”. This leads to a completely

anonymous and quick purchase process for rental access.

If successful, you’ll get this notification along with an emailed receipt. 

Now you’ve got your own movie pass! It’ll automatically give you access to the title and will

show up in the TAPP Authenticator APP.

Once you press “play full movie now”, the video player will unlock giving you access

to the full length film.

After you watch around 5 minutes of a title for free, this popup will come up with a few

options that lead to viewing the full length title.
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Let’s Watch!

Following a successful purchase comes 
the assignment of a pass to a your 
wallet that gives you the liberty to view 
the title, share their title and access 
exclusive experiences associated with 
that specific title pass.



All you have to do now is verify and 
watch!

What’s in the

wallet?

Once you have a wallet with money and 
passes in it, you might want to take a 
look at what you’ve got, transfer 
money to others or share passes with 
friends and family.



The TAPP Authenticator app is the 
central place where everyone can do all 
this and more! Find it on the App Store.



Here's a walkthrough showing how you 
might use the app in different ways that 
can really take your experience to the 
next level!

TAPP Authenticator APP 
Home Screen



Here’s where you’ll find your balance 
and passes listed along with a share 
button at the top right.



At the top left you’ll see your email. 

We’re going to walk through Jack’s 
experience here.



Let’s press the share button and see 
what happens.

TAPP Authenticator APP 
Share Screen 

Here, you can send money quantities 
as well as passes to anyone you’d like. 



All you have to do is enter their email 
and select what you want to send.



In this screen, you’re seeing the 
quantity option.

In this screen, you’re seeing the 
passes option. 



Let’s send a pass to Jack’s friend 
Katya so she can watch the movie he 
just purchased.

Katya’s Home Screen



Now when Katya logs in to her app, 
she’ll see that the viewing ticket has 
been added to her wallet.

Jack’s Home Screen



On Jack’s home screen the title pass 
disappeared. This means a successful 
transfer has completed between Jack 
and Katya.



Jack can no longer access the title 
with his pass, but Katya can!
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Let’s check our

email now
